Why natives?

= Native plants have been in our region much longer than we have!
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climate, animals, insects, micro-organisms, and other plants.
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= Since they have evolved in natural conditions many native plants do not require
excess care like irrigation or the application of fertilizer or other chemicals.

= Other wildlife relies on native plants for survival and reproduction, so choosing
native plants for your yard or garden benefits the entire local ecosystem!

= Although not all exotic plants are invasive, some are, and there is always the risk of
introducing insects, disease, fungi, or other blights.

= Native plants are superior in terms of stormwater management because they usually
have deeper and more extensive root systems that prevent erosion and provide
extra water filtration, and choosing them can prevent harmful chemicals and
fertilizers from entering waterways.

= By choosing native plants, you will save time and money by minimizing
maintenance related to mowing, fertilizing, and watering your lawn or exotic plants.
